Nuestra Señora del Paz y Buen Viaje 

Our Lady of Peace and Good Voyage
Antipolo, Rizal           Feast:  December 8
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1626 - Don Juan Niño de Tabora brought the blessed image of Our Lady of Peace and Good Voyage from Mexico, aboard the Almirante, when he was first appointed Governor of the Philippines.

1632 – Gov. Tabora bequeathed the Blessed Image by will to the Jesuits who installed the Image as Patroness of their missions.  Fr. Chirino, SJ was to build his mission church in the nearby barrio of Sta. Cruz, but on two occasions, the image was found missing from her altar at the Sta. Cruz chapel and each time she was found on top of a tree trunk, called Tipolo by the natives.


The Jesuit Fathers conformed with this predilection of the Virgin by constructing a church on the site, using the tree trunk of the Tipolo tree as the pedestal of the Virgin.  The place eventually came to be known as Antipolo.

1926 – The coronation of the Image at the New Luneta was the occasion of a grand fiesta seldom seen in the Philippines and rarely witnessed in other parts of the world.  The procession extended from Antipolo to Luneta where nearly 100,000 devotees were in attendance.

1982 -  Twenty-three bishops and archbishops of the Philippine hierarchy declared the Church of Antipolo a National Shrine of Our Lady known under her title of Our Lady of Peace and Good Voyage.


Today, the Nuestra Señora de la Paz y Buen Viaje, or Our Lady of Peace and Good Voyage, draws a multitude of pilgrims to the Basilica Minore of Antipolo throughout the month of May.  The shrine church, Basilica Minore de la Paz y Buen Viaje, is the site of mass healing summits, vehicular blessings, and send-off Masses for overseas Filipino workers and the culminating venue of the Cuaresma penitential march from different points across Luzon.
